The tour 
will circle through the mill site, for about 1 ¼ hours.  
 
Following the tour, attendees will have time to visit the museum, see the exhibits and some of 
the machines in its collection in operation. SNEC member and museum volunteer Robert 
Timmerman will be on hand to explain the machinery. 
 
From noon to 12:30, SNEC will hold its annual meeting at the museum, where we will elect 
officers for 2024 and discuss the business of and projects for SNEC.  
 
Attendees can spend more time at the museum, following the meeting (until 2:30 p.m.).
